Statement of Faith

We believe the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative, inerrant Word of God (2 Timothy 3:16, 2 Peter 1:21).

We believe there is one God, eternally existent in three persons – Father, Son, and Holy Spirit (Genesis 1:1, Matthew 28:19, John 10:30).

We believe in the deity of Christ (John 10:33), His virgin birth (Isaiah 7:14, Matthew 1:23, Luke 1:35), His sinless life (Hebrews 4:15, 7:26), His miracles (John 2:11), His vicarious and atoning death (1 Corinthians 15:3, Ephesians 1:7, Hebrews 2:9), His resurrection (John 11:25, 1 Corinthians 15:4), His ascension to the right hand of the Father (Mark 16:19), and His personal return in power and glory (Acts 1:11, Revelation 19:11).

We believe in the absolute necessity of regeneration by the Holy Spirit for salvation because of the exceeding sinfulness of human nature and that men are justified on the single ground of faith in the shed blood of Christ and that only by God’s grace and through faith are we saved (John 3:16-21, 5:24; Romans 3:23, 5:8-9; Ephesians 2:8-10; Titus 3:5).

We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; the saved unto the resurrection of life and the lost unto the resurrection of damnation (John 5:28-29).

We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in our Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 8:9, 1 Corinthians 12:12-13, Galatians 3:26-28).

We believe in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit, by whose indwelling the Christian is enabled to live a godly life (Romans 8:13-14; 1 Corinthians 3:16, 6:19-20, Ephesians 4:30, 5:18).

However; under no circumstances will school records be released to any institution or person unless the student’s tuition and fees are paid in full at the time of the request. Report cards and progress reports may also be held at the school until delinquent accounts are brought current. In the event that an account becomes delinquent and must be sent to a collection agency, all collection, attorney and court costs will be added to the delinquent account. A limited amount of financial aid is granted each year. Applications for aid are available in the school office.

Pre-K and K students attend class all day on alternating days; Monday, Wednesday and every other Friday or Tuesday, Thursday and every other Friday.

The Enrichment program is an optional program that can be added to Pre-K and K. It provides a 5 day a week all day program.
A 2% discount is available for families that pre-pay the annual tuition and bus fees by August 10th.  New parents may also receive the 2% discount at enrollment.
Tuition payment plans

Families may pay the tuition and bus fees in 11 installment payments (Aug-June) by signing up for a payment plan with SMART tuition. Payments are automatically deducted from a checking or savings account. There is no additional fee for this service.  SMART tuition payment plan enrollment forms should be turned into the school office by July 1.
